
PLANET GREEN BOTTLE CORPORATION TO RAISE $8 
MILLION OF NEW PRIVATE PLACEMENT EQUITY TO FUND 
THE INITIAL ROLLOUT OF THE WORLD’S FIRST OXO-
BIODEGRADABLE PET PLASTIC BOTTLE. 
 
$35 MILLION IPO PLANED FOR MID-2009 FOLLOW-ON THRU LONDON, 
DUBAI AND SINGAPORE STOCK MARKETS PLANNED TO FINANCE 
INTRODUCTION OF OXO-BIODEGRADABLE PET PLASTIC BOTTLE INTO 
12 COUNTRIES INCLUDING CHINA. 
 
Vancouver, BC Canada, December 2, 2008.  Planet Green Bottle Corporation (PGBC), a 
majority-held subsidiary of Eco-Container Corporation has developed through its collaboration 
with Wells Plastics, Ltd. Of Stafford, UK (www.wellsplastics.com) the first effective oxo-
biodegradable additive which will cause a PET (polyethylene terephthalate) plastic bottle to 
degrade after exposure to moisture, oxygen and UV light in a landfill, a ditch, a river or an ocean.  
The technology called the Reverte™ oxo-biodegradable process which has been used for years to 
accelerate the biodegrading of grocery shopping bags, has been developed and tested as a result 
of a research and development contract conducted by the Wells Plastics scientific team led by 
Andrew Barclay Director of Research and Development and funded by PGBC.  Independent 
testing was performed by Plastic Technology Institute of Holland, Ohio and pre-forms were 
manufactured by Encon of Dayton, Ohio and shipped to bottle blowers globally for further testing 
and production.  The results were conclusive and oxo-biodegradability was demonstrated as a 
technology that will break down the standard PET plastic water bottles that we all take to the gym 
daily. 
 
The initial $8 million will be allocated to fund orders from early adopters in the bottled water and 
vitamin water business who have a vested stake in being at the leading edge of delivering 
beverages which do good things for our bodies, and are now focussed on also doing good things 
for the environment. 
 
We are negotiating with several very large private label bottlers of spring water for major grocery 
chains, mass merchandisers and Big Box stores.  Major manufacturers and distributors of 
vitamins and pharmaceutical companies are interested in making pill bottles biodegradable.  We 
also have been approached by major wine and spirits distillers who want to make an eco-friendly 
statement with the consumer and governmental agencies through the liquor store. 
 
We are at various advanced stages of negotiations with bottlers in at least 12 countries to 
introduce a biodegradable bottle for a world craving to be “green”.  We have acquired a 70% 
interest in a prestigious bottled water company in Weihai, China. 
 
Nick Havercroft, Chairman and CEO of PGBC stated, “Inquiries from the water, vitamin water, 
wine, spirits and pharmaceutical industries to our eco-friendly oxo-biodegradable breakthrough 
have been tremendous.  Only 28% of PET plastic bottles are recycled globally.  The largest 
bottled water companies are not likely to be early adopters since they have large investments in 
the recycling industry.  PGBC is pro recycling and our oxo-biodegradable bottle does not 
interfere with the recycling stream however we cannot sit by and watch our environment be 
trashed while the large beverage companies try to make recycling work”. 
 
 
 
Planet Green Bottle Corporation (www.planetgreenbottle.com) is a Canadian company that has a 
strategic alliance with Wells Plastics, Ltd of Stafford, UK (www.wellsplastics.com) wherein 
Planet Green is the exclusive worldwide distributor of the Reverte™ additive which when mixed 
with PET (polyethylene terephthalate) resins and then subsequently blown to a plastic bottle, 
induces plastic bottles to biodegrade.  The Reverte™ process which is called oxo-biodegrading is 
triggered by moisture, some heat and UV light. 
 
The target customers for the Reverte™ additives are pre-form manufacturers, blowers of PET 
plastic bottles, private label bottlers, mass merchandisers, Big Box stores, pharmaceutical 
manufacturers and packagers, and ultimately the consumer.  Planet Green Bottle has negotiated 
the acquisition of equity interest, many of which are control positions, with 10 –12 foreign 
companies for distribution of beverages in the countries of origin, all filled in oxo-biodegradable 
bottles.  Planet Green Bottle signs licencing agreements with owners of brands and private 
labellers for the use of the Reverte™ logo which indicates to the consumer that a bottle in fact 
oxo-biodegradable. 
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
